a) This phrase is used 4 times in this short book — 1:15; 2:1, 11; 3:14.

b) The Description of the Day of the LORD — at hand, destruction, coming, irresistible force, judgment.

c) Basic Definition of the Day of the LORD — time of judgment which precedes restoration.
