Ps 89:3-4, 25-37 — 30 direct references to the LORD (vv. 3, 4, … 25, 26, 27, 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, 33, 34, 35, 36).

King David. 
2 Sam 7 — 23 references to David (vv. 5, 8, 9, 11, 12, 15, 16, 17).


Ps 89 — at least 29 references to David (vv. 3, 4, 20, 21, 22, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27, 28, 29, 30, 35, 36). 

THE NATURE OF THE COVENANT. 
It is an eternal covenant. (2Sam 7:10, 13, 15, 16; Ps 89:3, 4, 28, 29, 33, 34, 35, 36, 37)


It is an unconditional covenant. (2Sam 7:12-14; Ps 89:3, 4, 20, 23, 25, 27, 28, 29, 32, 33, 34, 35)


THE PROVISIONS OF THE COVENANT.

David’s name would be great. (2Sam 7:9)

David would have peace. (2Sam 7:11)

David would have a house that will last forever.

THE FULFILLMENT OF THE COVENANT.

It was not fulfilled by Solomon. 


It was not fulfilled with Jesus’ first coming or any event connected to it. 


Jesus is the Fulfillment at his second coming. (Mt 1:1; Lk 1:32; Rev 5:5)
Jesus meets the qualifications as legal heir to the throne of David. 

Jesus meets the qualification of the predicted Messiah.
